 Aryabhatta was the first of the major mathematician - astronomers from the 
classical age of Indian Mathematics and India astronomy. His work includes the 
Aryabhatta, (when he was 23 year old) and the Aryasiddhant. 

Aryabhatta was particularly popular in south India, where numerous 
mathematicians over the ensuing on millerinium wrote commentaries. The work was 
written in verse couplets and deals with mathematics and astronomy. Aryabhata's 108 
since the text has 108 verses. The writings are in the form of sufra, which is a collection 
of aphorisms, short statements or scientific principles. The ‘Ganitpada’ is the second 

‘pada' or chapter. ‘Ganita’ signifies computations in Sanskrit. It comprises 33 poems, 

all of which are about mathematics, mensuration, simple, quadratic, and indeterminate 
equations; as well as arithmetic andgeometric equations. 
 The third 'Pada' is the ‘Kalakriya’ pada which consists of 25 verses that falls 

the days, weeks, and months using different units of time,and the four the chapter, 
Golapada’ has so verses Aryabhatta goes into the causes of days and nights, the rise of 
zodiac signs, eclipses, the celestial equator nodes, and the structure of the globe in this 
chapter. 
Mathematical Discoveries 
 Aryabhatta extensively describes Indian Mathematical Literature, investigating 
the Vedic method of solving mathematical problems, a technique that has endured to 
the present day. Algebra, arithmetic, plane trigonometry and spherical frigonometry 
were covered in detail. He adhered to the ‘Sanskrutik’ tradition or method of 
computation that was prominent throughout the Vedic period. Aryabhatta earned the 
title ‘Father’ of Algebra due to his remarkable comprehension and explanation of 

planetary systems using algebra. Aryabhatta successfully calculated Pi's value to two 
decimal places 3.14. He also employed efficient and was well aware of the use of zero 
in such a situation. He used the Sanskrutik tradition, primarily denoted by letters and 
alphabets, in contrast to Brahmi numbers. The great Indian mathematician Aryabhatta 
calculated the value of π is 3.1416.  
The motion of the solar system 
 Aryabhata proposed that the world revolves on its axis once a day. And the 
relative moment of the stars is caused by the earth’s motions. He specifies the number 

of earth rotations in a yuga in the opening chapter of his work, Aryabhatiyam. 
Aryabhatta developed a geometrical model of the solar system to explain this 
occurrence, wherein the Moon and the Sun moved on epicycles, circles moving atop 
one another. In this model, he guided the motion of the planets using two epicycles. 
The little one moved slowly, but the larger one moved swiftly.

Debuji Zhingraji Janorkar (23 February 1876 - 20 December 1956) popularly 
known as Sant Gadge Maharaj or Gadge Baba, was a Saintly Social reformer, a wondering 
mendicant who held weekly festivals with the help of his disciples across Maharashtra. 

Most of the lower class people in villages were uneducated and poor. They 
worshipped Khsudra gods like Maraai and Shilala Devi. Lambs, hens were sacrificed to 
keep the Gods happy to cure a disease for a good crop. 

Debuji was born in such society. Through uneducated the fought against animal 
sacrifice and untouchability. He taught the importance of cleanliness and hygiene through 
practice. He built numerous dharmashalas, Gorakshan Centers food donation Centers for 
handicapped and old people all over Maharashtra. 

Debuji was the only child of Zingraji and Sakhubai. After the death of Zingraji he 
and his mother went to live with his Maternal uncle. Within years,  he became an excellent 
farmer, herd man, singer and swimmer. He was married to Kuntabai and had four children. 
A lover of animal, he opposed animals sacrifice since childhood. Even when his friends, 
relatives and the people of his caste forced him to sacrifice and animals, he preferred to 
face their anger rather than kill the animals. 

Debuji was a very courageous man. Once a Saukar came with the guards to take 
hold of Debuji’ s farm. Despite the fear expressed by his family and the villagers, he single 
handedly fought with them all. 

Fed up with the material world. one day he left his home. He kept wondering from 
village to village. He worked for clearing villages. He also started building Ghats on the 
river Purna. Slowly people started joining him in his cleaning activity. He preached the 
villagers the importance of hygiene. He found many followers. Among them were people 
like Dr. B.R. Ambedkar, Acharya Atre.  

Realizing the plight of Harijans, he built a dharmashala for them in Pandharpur, 
Nashik, Pune, Alandi and Dehu. To stop the slaughter of cows, he built a Gorakshan centre 
in Vidarbha. He started foods donation Centers for the handicapped and poor. He built 
homes for the old who had no place to go. He also worked for the upliftment of the people 
suffering from leprosy.

Pollution is the introduction of harmful materials into the environment. These harmful 
materials are called pollutants. Pollutants can be natural, such as volcanic ash. They can also 
be created by human activity, such as trash or run off produced by factories. Pollutants damage 
the quality of air, water and land. 

Many things that are useful to people produce pollution, cars spew pollutants from 
their exhaust pipes. Burning coal to create electricity pollutants.The air industries and homes 
generate garbage and sewage that can pollute the land and water. Pesticides- chemical poisons 
used to kill weeds and insects - seep into waterways and harm wildlife. 

All living things-from one - celled microbes to blue whales- depend on Earth's Supply 
of air and water. When these resources are polluted, all forms of Life are threatened. 

Pollution is global problem. Although urban areas are usually more pollution than the 
Countryside, pollution can spread to remote places where no people live. For example, 
pesticides and others chemicals have been found in the Antarctic ice sheet.  

Air Pollution,  sometimes air pollution is visible. A person can see dark smoke pour 
from the exhaust pipes of large trucks or factories. More often, however, air pollution is 
invisible. 

Polluted air can be dangerous, even if the pollutants are invisible. It can make people's 
eyes burn and make them have difficulty in breathing. It can also increase the risk of lung 
cancer. 

Sometimes, air pollutions kills quickly. In 1984, an accident at a pesticide plant in 
Bhopal, India, released a deadly gas into the air. At least 8000 people died within days, 
hundreds of thousands more were permanently injured.  

Natural disaster can also cause air pollution to increased quickly. When Volcanos 
erupt, they eject volcanic ash and gases into the atmosphere. Volcanic ash can discolour the 
sky for months. After the eruption of the IndonesianVolcano of Krakatoa in 1883, ash 
darkened the sky around the world. The dimmer sky caused fewer crops to be harvested as far 
away as Europe and North America. For years, meteorologists tracked what was known as the 
“equatorial smoke stream”. 

 Reducing Pollution, around the world, people and governments are making efforts. 
to combat pollution. Recycling,for instance, is becoming more common. In recycling. trash is 
processed so its useful materials can be used again. Glass, aluminium cans, and many types of 
plastic can be melted and reused. Paper can be broken down and turned into new paper. 

Recycling Reduces the amounts of garbage that ends up in lands fill, incinerators, and 
waterways. Austria and Switzerland has the highest recycling rates. These nations recycle 
between 50 % and 60 % percent of their garbage. The United States recycles about 30 %  
percent of its garbage.  

Governments can combat pollution by passing laws that limit the amount and types of 
chemicals factories and agribusinesses are allowed to use. The smoke from coal-burning 
power plants can be filtered. People and business that illegally dump pollutants into the land, 
water. and air can be fined for millions of dollars. Some government programs, such as the 
Super- Fund program in the United States, can force pollutants to clean up the sites they 
polluted.

These selected students availed the opportunity to work maximum three hours daily after their 

regular classes, within the college premises. The tasks assigned include laboratory work, library

The staff and the students visited to Shegaon for taking Darshan of Shri Sant Gajanan Maharaj. 

After that, students were informed that Shegaon gained a reputation as a holy place, after Shri 

Sant Gajanan Maharaj lived there.  Shri Sant Gajanan Maharaj Temple is built at his place of 

Samadhi. Sant Gajanan Maharaj Sansthan is the largest temple trust in the Vidarbha region and 

is known as the "Pandharpur of Vidarbha". After getting Darshan and Mahaprasad, the students 

and the staff took rest in the Ashram of Sant Gajanan Maharaj Trust. 

The Second Day: 12th March, 2024 

Jalicha Dev:- 

On 12th March, 2024, the staff and the students of the Educational Tour visited the Jalicha Dev, 

At this place, students of the Educational Tour were informed that 'Jalicha Dev' is the most 

important holy place for people of the ‘Mahanubhav Panth’. It is believed that Shri Chakradhar 

Swami resided here for some time. It is in the Bhokardan Tahsil, Jalna on north side.  

Ajintha Caves- UNESCO World Heritage Site:- 

Then, we all reached at Ajintha, one of the oldest caves in the country. After that, Associate 

Professor Dr. Motiraj Chavhan, the Head of the Department of History, Bhiwapur 

Mahavidyalaya informed that the Ajanta Caves are 30 odd rock-cut caves that date back to the 

second century BC. These Buddhist monuments are known for their murals, paintings and 

sculptures that have defined Indian art over time. Today, they are a UNESCO World Heritage 

Site and a protected monument under the Archaeological Survey of India. Even though there 

were 30 caves, they were built in two phases and provided shelter to Buddhist monks who came 

here to meditate during the monsoon. Even today, the caves can cast a spell on you with their 

artistic beauty and give you a peek into our history. An inspiration to today’s Indian art, the 

paintings that are centuries old tell a story of our ancestors and how they lived their life. He also 
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added that once- in-a- lifetime any history or art lover should visit Ajanta Caves. Here, students 

studied the murals, paintings and sculptures that have defined Indian art over time. 

Devagiri, Daulatabad Fort:-  

The students and staff of the Educational Tour visited the Devagiri Fort, Dist. Sambhaji Nagar. 

After that, Associate Professor Dr. Motiraj Chavhan, the Head of the Department of History, 

Bhiwapur Mahavidyalaya informed the students that Devagiri, Daulatabad is majestic Fort in 

Maharashtra. This famous fort, which is also known as Deogiri and Devagiri, is located in the 

Daulatabad village near Sambhaji Nagar. It was once the capital for the Yadava Dynasty in the 

9th to 14th  century and was also the capital of the Delhi Sultanate briefly between 1327 and 1334 

and the secondary capital for the Ahmednagar Sultanate between 1499 and 1636. When 

Muhammad Bin Tughlaq took over the throne of Delhi, he was drawn to this fortress and decided 

to shift his capital and court here, renaming the area as the City of Fortune or Daulatabad. 

Students of our College understood the information about the Historical Place ‘Devgiri’. To 

reach the summit of Devagiri, it was a thrilling experience to the staff and the students of our 

College. 

Khuldabad:-  

The students and staff also visited the tomb of Aurangzeb (4th November, 1618 – 3rd  March, 

1707), the sixth Mughal emperor, ruled most of the Indian subcontinent for half a century until 

he died on 3rd  March, 1707.  

Associate Professor Dr. Motiraj Chavhan informed the students that Aurangzeb is buried in an 

unmarked grave at the complex of the dargah or shrine of Sheikh Zainuddin. It is said that 

Aurangzeb paid for his burial place by stitching caps during his last years and that it cost only 

14 rupees and 12 annas. After understanding this fact, students became surprised. 

 

 

 

Grishneshwar Jotirlinga:- 

The students and staff were also taken to the Grishneshwar Jyotirlinga Mandir or Grushneshwar. 

It is the Temple  of Shiva in Verul village of Sambhaji Nagar district, Maharashtra. It is one of 

the 12 Jyotirlinga mandirs. 
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Bhadra Maroti:- 

Students and staff of the College also visited the Bhadra Moroti Temple in Khultabad. After that, 

all the students and staff of the tour took rest in Bhadra Maroti Sanstan’s Ashram, Sambhaji 

Nagar. 

 

The Third Day: 13th March, 2024 

The Ellora Caves -Verul:  

On 13th March, 2024, the students and staff of the tour visited the Ellora Caves. The students 

were informed that the Ellora Caves not only bear witness to three great religions (Buddhism, 

Brahminism and Jainism) but they also illustrate the spirit of tolerance, characteristic of ancient 

India, which permitted these three religions to establish their sanctuaries and their communities 

in a single place. 

Sindhkhed Raja:- 

The students and staff were also taken to Sindhkhed Raja. Here , students of our College came 

to know that  Jijamata, (Rajmata Jijau) was born on 12th January, 1598 at Sindhkhedraja in 

Buldhana district. Rajmata Jijau was the Matoshree of Chhatrapati Shivaji Maharaj, the founder 

of the Maratha Empire. Today, this place is a historical place. 

After taking, darshan of Rajmata Jijau’s birth place, the students and the staff of the College 

reached at College safely on 13th March, 2024 in the evening. In all, thirty two students had 

participated in this Educational Tour. 

To make this educational tour a successful one, Dr. Jobi George, the Principal of the College, 

Associate Prof. Dr. Sunil Shinde, Associate Prof. Dr. Motiraj Chavhan, Asst. Prof. Dr. Anita 

Mahawadiwar and Mr. Ratnakar Kannake extended great support in conducting this Educational 

Tour. The coordination of this event was done by the Member Secretary of the Cultural 

Committee Asst. Prof. Someshwar Wasekar. 

Students’ Development Department, Rashtrasant Tukadoji Maharaj Nagpur University, 

Nagpur  had arranged three days  Inter-Collegiate Youth Festival “Yuvarang-2024” from 19th
